Representatives of 2 companies had visited site and been given details of work to be done.  Only one quote received and copies had been distributed to all councillors before meeting.  Clerk had contacted neighbouring farmers and received permission for contractors to use their land when works taking place.  Tour of Mason’s Farms land in village had taken place and offers of assistance given with clearance of dyke adjoining their land..  Clerk to contact Eau Brink Farms to see if they will assist with clearing the dyke which adjoins their land.  This will hopefully, reduce costs.  In order to further reduce costs it was agreed that as central ditch does not connect to any drainage and is dry even in the very wet weather being experienced at the moment, that it remain as it is.  It has roadways both sides of it so does not come under any allotment holders agreement for them to clear it and can become a wildlife habitat.  Clerk to seek revised quotation.  All work needs to be done by August 13, which will be after harvest and before new crop drilling
