Housing register figures supplied by Nikki Patton (KLBC), show need for 5 houses for families from Magdalen and adjoining parishes, plus 3 one bedroomed flats, and 2 one bedroomed bungalows.  Site plan received from Broadland Housing showing proposed site was the plan originally used in 2007 but it was noted that this time it is for 3 sets of semi-detached houses and no bungalows to be adjacent to 57 Mill Road.
Cllr.  Hollox left the meeting after changing his declaration of interest to prejudicial now that proposed siting known
