Park Crescent Flooding


The clerk read out the various documents and information the PC had received on the matter, from County Councillor R. Rockliffe, who forwarded a report from Anglian Water, NCC Highways G. Simpson who had written to landowner requesting that clearance or diversion of the dyke backing onto Park Crescent, be put into action by him as landowner, and to possibly liaise with owners of properties in Park Crescent, and from CEO of Freebridge House Association who had attended a site meeting. It was agreed, after much discussion, that while some progress appears to have been made regarding diagnosis of the cause of the problem, no solution had yet been implemented for the 2 parishioners concerned.

Strong discussion was held that Chair should write letter to H Bellingham MP and/or Anglian Water urging that some action take place on this long standing problem.  Clerk advised that all correspondence should come from / go to the Clerk / Proper Officer.  The PC decided to continue its campaign on behalf of the parishioners and write to local M.P. Henry Bellingham asking for his support should the matter go to the Press
