Park Crescent has been partly resurfaced and drainage improved.  Clerk requested Highways, that when all 
of Park Crescent is top dressed later in the year that dips are leveled out to enable water to flow to drains

Junction of Mill Road/.Stow Road safety to be improved as 60 Stow Road has had several vehicles knock 
down their trees and narrowly miss the bungalow.  Gritting request for that location made by PC is to be 
considered by Highways in April.  If not successful, Jon Barnard of Highways suggested that PC purchase 
a grit bin for this location.  Matter to be monitored
218/09 Lighting
No comment to be sent concerning papers given or not given to members of NCC cabinet regarding part-night lighting.

Clerk to request price for longer arm for lights in Mill Road, 9012 and 9013, to enable more light to fall 
onto road.  Price had already been obtained for longer arm for light outside 76 Stow Road.  Trees 
obscuring light opposite Park Crescent to be on next agenda 

219/09 Financial Regulations
Agreed.  Councillors now have their own copies
220/09 Village Name
Explained that change of name to Magdalen on Royalmail database will eventually lead to the name ‘Wiggenhall St Mary Magdalen’ being changed on BC database and subsequently on mapping.  Leaflet from PC has been delivered by members of the Eagre News Team explaining this and inviting parishioners to APM to give their views.
221/09 Allotments
Allotment 53 has now been let, but due to difficulties of S Brooker, site cannot be cleared before new tenant takes over.  Agreement was reached between clerk, S Brooker and Mr Harris, the new tenant concerning clearance of the plot.  Because of problems, rental was charged from May 11th , although Mr Harris had access to plot from March.  PC supported clerk in this but instructed clerk to point out to S Brooker that by terms of the agreement the land should have been cleared.  New agreements were signed and witnessed and clerk confirmed that payment had been received
222/09 Councillors Surgeries
General advice and guidance on holding councillors surgeries, written by clerk for councillors was accepted
223/09 Wash Week
Working party of Cllr. Crumpler and Cllr. Main to investigate possibility of organising an event to coincide with an ‘Eagre’ in the village and ‘Wash Week’.  K Holland to assist
224/09 Dog Waste Bin
Environment Agency require £50 application fee for dog bin to be sited on river bank.  K Holland is in contact with EA concerning river bank improvements and will talk to them about this and report findings to PC for the next meeting.
225/09 National Grid Meeting
Councillors had attended well presented meeting concerning routing for power cable from power station to existing power line from Norwich to Walpole.  It was considered that this would not affect the village and no views had been expressed as to a preferred route.
