It was agreed that J Kelly 
should be requested for a quotation to rebuild it at a fair price, not as a donation to the village and that the 
extra cost should be considered as an insurance claim.   Clerk to research costs and excess involved.  M 
Henstock offered some bricks and clerk to inform J Kelly that suitable bricks may be available from Eau 
Brink Farms.
