Allotment tenant of plots 21-30 attended meeting and confirmed that all weeds had now been cleared.  This was confirmed by Cllr. Bates.  It was confirmed that tenancy for these plots should continue.

Mr Main offered to supply, (when 
available)  approximately 2 tons of planings for the use of allotment tenants.  PC to be invoiced at 
£14 per ton.  It was considered that this would be sufficient to repair road from gateway of plot one 
to track between the 2 main blocks of allotment plots
