81/11 Highways


Rangers had visited village and cleared weeds, swept footways, cleared mud from carriageways and footways.  NCC highways engineer still considering possibility of assisting with maintenance of Foldgate Lane ‘green lane’.  Date of retread to Burnt Lane to be pursued and marked repairs in Mill Road.

82/11 Allotments

a
Concern had been expressed by an allotment tenant about bees being kept in close proximity.  A brief investigation on the web by the clerk revealed that there is a possibility of bees and horses not being a good mix.  Clerk to ascertain what insurances are available.

b
An applicant for plots 21-30 has requested to keep horses on them throughout the year without shelter being erected.  Clerk to inform applicant that plots may be rented subject to adequate portable shelter being erected first

c
Applicant for field shelter on plots 47-53 informed clerk that KLBC planning department had verbally informed her that planning permission was not required for a mobile 3 sided horse shelter.  Clerk contacted planning officer who verbally confirmed this.  No confirming printed literature or letter could be obtained

d
Signed and witnessed allotment agreements for plots 1-14 and plot 54 received.  Signed by clerk and witnessed by chair.  Tenants had only returned one copy of agreement each.

83/11 Cemetery

a
Clerk reported that landowner unwilling to sell land to enable cemetery to be extended towards Stow Road.  Clerk to contact landowner of adjacent land for possible extension parallel to Park Crescent.

b
Cllrs Chitty, Dent and Holland to form working party to confirm exactly what improvements could economically be made to cemetery driveway and report back to PC at next meeting.  Samples of possible products given to them.  Clerk had been unable to obtain information as the remit for the repairs had been too vague.  The one contractor willing to attend and quote, visited the site and as yet no quote has been received

c
Metal surrounds have still not been removed from graves despite PC agreeing to this in 2010 and advertisements being placed asking owners of affected graves to contact clerk.  Matter of the removal of the surrounds to be on the next agenda

Insurance cover prohibits fire to be within 100 metres of property, which makes this site unsuitable.   Clerk to contact Village Hall Committee to request use of the playing field and hall for the event.
