The condition of the roadways and problems of ensuring feed and water for horses was discussed at length.  It was agreed that the roadways are to be improved this financial year, clerk to 
obtain pricing for hardcore.  Clerk reported that dyke had been cleared by Masons as promised and one complaint had been received about mud on road.

Highways

Works on High Road were completed.  Road verge in Fen Road had been seriously damaged and has been reported to Highways by parishioners

Consideration was given of items to be presented as a bid in order to benefit from NCC highways Parish Partnership monies.  Pricing of more than 31k had been received for a trod to be installed between Toll Bar Corner and Church Meadow Farm.  Clerk had been unable to acquire pricing for LED street 
lighting in time for the bid and investigations are to continue in the anticipation that further monies will be available in 2013/2014.  Quotation of 10k approx. for 2 Vehicle Activated Signs (VAS) had been received.  .It was agreed that at the moment PC could not afford the trod and that a bid for VAS for Lynn Road and Stow Road be made.  A suggestion that a mobile Speed Awareness 
Monitoring sign be purchased in partnership with 2 other PC’s was made and clerk to investigate 
pricing and views of other PC’s
c
Cracks in railway abutments had been monitored by councillors and NCC to be asked to inspect them again as soon as possible.  Last inspection made by NCC in August 2012 showed no further deterioration since previous annual inspection
192/12 Speedwatch

Speed checks had been carried out with several hundred vehicles being checked.  None had been travelling at sufficient speed for them to be reported.  It had been noted that there was a slowing down of vehicles in general, which was the aim of the speedwatch checks to improve safety in the village.  A lorry not complying with the weight restriction area was reported to the police.
