Discussion took place as to suitability of materials being used by allotment holders to reinforce 
roadway.  Clerk had investigated insurance implications if injury caused by repairs to tracks by 
allotment tenants.  As responsibility would ultimately fall to the PC it was agreed that no further repairs 
by tenants is to be permitted.  Size of vehicles accessing allotments is also to be restricted.  Clerk to 
write to all allotment tenants informing them.  Letter was composed and agreed.
